Land Usage

The City of Tacoma's Comprehensive Plan, under Growth Development #LUGGD-2, states - "Foster orderly, desirable growth in appropriate locations at a rate consistent with citizens desires and the provision of adequate services and facilities".

The Point at Northshore development does not meet ANY of these requirements and therefore should not be allowed to be built.



Land Use Compatability and Aesthetics

I want to thank the City of Tacoma for explaining in their DSEIS, concerning The Point at Northshore, why this development cannot legally be built.  Their following statement says it all:

"Significant unavoidable adverse impacts to Land Use Compatability and Aesthetics are anticipated as a result of The Point at Northshore".  3.1.3 on page 13.



Schools

School recreational facilities should NOT be listed as "public parks" as shown in table 3.2-3 of the DSEIS.  These facilities are not open "open to the public" during school hours, and could be closed to the public, if the school district so desired, at any time.  The only parks that should be listed are actual public parks run by Metro Parks of Tacoma.  What a pity that public school facilities have to be listed to meet park requirements.



Recreation

The City of Tacoma indicates in the  alternative plan of the DSEIS that parks and trails that the developer will be required to build will be maintained by a Homeowner's Association of the this development, and that these parks and trails will be open for public use.  What will stop that Homeowner's Association from going to court and making the parks and trails that they are paying to maintian, private?  If they are going to be for public use, why is Metro Parks not going to maintain them?  If these parks and trails were to become private then the City of Tacoma will have taken away NE Tacoma's open space, recreational space (golf course) and given nothing back the citizens of NE Tacoma.
