I am writing this email not just to comment on the above subject, but to express my complete and total distain that this project has gotten this far.  I understand that your department is charged with processing North Shore Investors application and to do otherwise would legally expose the City of Tacoma which is currently facing a pending action filed by North Shore Investors and North Shore Associates.
 

My issues with this project are these:
 

First, why wasn't this development request properly vetted?  The city must have known of the existing 1981 Open Space Taxation Agreement (OSTA) and Concomitant Zoning Agreement (CZA).  Wouldn't it have made more sense to have the city's legal department make a feasibility determination before allowing North Shore Investors application to proceed?
 

Second, I believe many of the elements of the DEIS turned in by Apex engineering are flawed.  We (SNET) have hired an independent traffic expert to review the traffic portion of the DEIS.  He found multiple flaws and several traffic impacts not addressed.  It seems to me that anything attached to an application of this magnitude would have been checked for accuracy.  Why do we as a community coalition have to do this work?
 

Third, when Division II was built it resulted in an unmanageable water runoff onto the golf course.  This golf course prior to Division II did not have standing water issues, now it does.  Are 860 homes and 115 acres of concrete and asphalt going to make this problem better or worse?
 

Lastly, this project will destroy our community.  Last months meeker meeting was just an attempt North Shores Investors attempt to sell ice cubes to Eskimo's.  North Shore Investors (Sounduilt Homes) and North Shore Associated is just continuing to bully the City of Tacoma to allow this project to move forward.  The approval of this application will put millions of dollars in NSI's and NSA's pockets and devastate our community and ruining what we legally enjoy.  I urge you to comply with all the appropriate documents requiring the golf course to remain open space and recognize that many NE Tacoma citizens have a legal right as "third party beneficiaries" of these documents and deny this application.
