Thank you for holding the public meeting last night.  This was a great opportunity for the residents of our Community in NE Tacoma to gain first hand critical information about the proposed re-development of the Northshore Golf Course property.  

 

Below I have copied from the summary of the DSEIS and highlighted one of the areas of most concern to me.  How can this project proceed with the conclusion stated in the Summary DSEIS?    That is:  the project will have an “Unavoidable Significant Adverse Impact” on the community of NE Tacoma.  It seems to me that an approval to proceed with this project would be a clear, (even after mitigation), violation of Tacoma Municipal Code and Washington State law.  This project is a disaster waiting to happen!

 

After listening to the Developer state their case, I also have concluded that they do not care what happens in NE Tacoma.  I listened to several citizens ask the same or similar questions of the Developer who then responded with differing answers.  I guess they forgot how they had previously answered the question.
